Carmen 
has been active in a number of organisations aimed at supporting educational facilities to provide the best 
environment for the development of the children in their care. Her work has included being on the executive 
in many capacities of the boards of State and National Montessori organisations, working on NSW state 
committees for the development of policies, government regulations and pilot programs for early childhood 
education, editor of a Montessori National magazine as well as on planning committees for professional 
development programs for teachers through workshops and national and international conferences.
