This interactive workshop is open to teachers, classroom assistants, students and anyone interested in 
working in a Montessori educational environment with children using the methods and materials based on 
Dr Maria Montessori’s philosophy. There will be detailed instruction and opportunities for practice with the 
materials which assists the child’s understanding of Geometry for the 6-12yrs age groups. Sessions will also 
provide opportunities for gathering and sharing information and ideas.

• meets the tendency for repetition   
• provides essential skills     
• builds confidence 
• assists children to independence 
 
The presenter, Judith Ryall, was introduced to Montessori Philosophy and Pedagogy when her two children 
began attending a Montessori School in Melbourne.  She started her working life as a Performing Arts teacher 
in London, teaching all levels in the Secondary level of Education.  The move to Melbourne with two young 
children, provided the opportunity to retrain as a Montessori teacher, with the Montessori Institute (6-12 
years).  In 2004, Judith helped to set up the first class of a Montessori Stream in a public primary school in 
Victoria, where she commenced teaching in the second classroom in 2005.  As the co-ordinator, Judith has 
seen the programme grow from one class to five, over the nineteen years of its existence.  She has taught 
fulltime in both Cycle 2 and Cycle 3.
